O R D E R 

On September 30, 2021, Petitioner filed its reply in response to 

comments on its petition, and also filed a Supplemental Petition 

proposing: (a) three rules and two forms in addition to those proposed 

in its petition; and (b) a proposed amendment to Rule 43.1 of the 

Arizona Rules of Family Law Procedure.  To ensure that the newly 

proposed rules, rule amendment, and forms go into effect on the same 

date as the rules proposed in the petition, Petitioner further 

requests that the Supplemental Petition’s proposals be given expedited 

consideration under Rule 28(h)(1), Rules of the Supreme Court of 

Arizona, and be adopted on an emergency basis under Rule 28(h)(2), 

effective July 1, 2022.  Upon consideration, 

IT IS ORDERED granting the request to consider the Supplemental 

Petition’s proposed rules, rule amendment, and forms on an expedited 

basis. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that during its December 2021 Rules 

Agenda, the Court will consider whether to: (a) adopt the 

Supplemental Petition’s proposed rules and rule amendment on an 
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emergency basis; and (b) whether to approve, on an emergency 

basis, the Supplemental Petition’s two additional proposed 

forms.  If the Court adopts the rules and rule amendment, and 

decides to approve the two additional forms, it will open the 

rules, rule amendment, and forms for public comment on whether 

they should be adopted or approved on a permanent basis, with 

the comment period ending on May 1, 2022, and any reply due on 

June 1, 2022.  The Court then would decide whether to adopt or 

approve the rules, rule amendment, and forms on a permanent 

basis during its August 2022 Rules Agenda.
