COMMENT
[bookmark: co_anchor_Credits_1]Rule 38(a) requires annual registration with the State Bar of Arizona for lawyers who are not admitted to practice in Arizona, but who are employed in Arizona by an entity, or one of its specified affiliates, as “in-house counsel,” as that term is defined in this rule. The registration requirements of this rule apply only to lawyers: (1) who are employed as in-house counsel by an entity that primarily conducts business within Arizona; and (2) who either have a principal office physically located in Arizona, or will otherwise be systematically and continuously present in Arizona on behalf of their employer. A lawyer who works remotely for a corporate entity primarily conducting business in Arizona, even if the lawyer is not physically in the State, is considered to be practicing “systematically and continuously” within Arizona and is thus properly eligible for in-house counsel registration. The registration requirements of this rule do not apply to in-house counsel whose presence in Arizona is only temporary or sporadic.
