COMMENT TO PROPOSED ADOPTION OF RULE 2.6, RULES OF CRIMINAL PROCEDURE



Pursuant to Rule 28, Arizona Rules of the Supreme Court, the Criminal Department Presiding Judge of the Superior Court of Arizona in Maricopa County submits the following comment regarding the proposed adoption of Rule 2.6 to the Arizona Rules of Criminal Procedure.
The Superior Court of Arizona in Maricopa County supports Proposed Rule 2.6, “Search Warrant Application Requesting an Unannounced Entry or Nighttime Service.” 

The Court believes that the Proposed Rule will make the service of unannounced (so-called “no knock”) and nighttime warrants safer.  As such it is in the interest of both law enforcement and individual members of the community.  And while the Proposed Rule requires collection of data, the Superior Court in Maricopa County already collects that information, and thus the Proposed Rule imposes no additional burden on the Court.
For those reasons, the Court supports enactment of Proposed Rule 2.6.
