AMENDING 8/24/23 ORDER 

On August 24, 2023, this Court entered an order amending 

Rule 35 of the Rules of Civil Procedure.  Since then, the Court 

has discovered two errors in the amendments attached to the 

order.  First, a comma is missing between the words “manner” and 

“conditions” in amended Rule 35(e).  Second, amended Rule 35(c) 

inadvertently omitted the provision in current Rule 35(c) giving 

the person to be examined the right to audio- or video-record 

the examination.  To correct these errors,  

IT IS ORDERED that, effective immediately, the Court’s 

August 24, 2023 order is amended to: (a) insert a comma between 

the words “manner” and “conditions” in amended Rule 35(e); and 
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(b) insert the phrase “or the person to be examined” between the 

words “[a]ny party” and “may” in amended Rule 35(c).
