In the matter of Wintersteen and Redflix Systems petitioning the Supreme Court of Arizona

This is not about Photo Radar but about changing long and wisely established rules that

 notify citizens of Arizona of proceedings that can take away their rights and privileges.
Photo Radar should not be given a special exemption from the notification rules unless the rules are changed for all civil actions.  Would the Court consider changing the notification for civil suits and divorces to U.S.Mail as well?

Mr. Wintersteen makes reference in his petition that the Corporation Commission will be sent commercial and out of State vehicle notices and that they will then forward them to the vehicle owner.  I ask: has the Corporation Commission been advised of this and will they legally certify that the notices were sent?  This is another area for consideration.  
Further he states that service by publication will also be considered service is flawed since that is notification generally reserved for the legal profession.  Printed publications are experiencing considerable decline in business since the advent of electronic media.

Driving and the registering of a vehicle in Arizona is a privilege governed by a license.  Under Mr. Wintersteen’s petition this privilege may be taken away without a citizen ever knowing that there had been a hearing or the acquisition of an infraction.
I further ask each one of the Justices to reflect on their own experience with the delivery to them of their U.S. mail. 
 How often do you receive your neighbors mail, how often are pieces of mail never delivered at all?  Does the Justice system want to leave notification of a charge and proceeding that is so important to licensed Arizona drivers to a system that cannot be counted upon to deliver accurately all the time?
 The Citizens of Arizona deserve, no, the Citizens of Arizona demand that the notification rules remain the same for Photo Radar as they are for all civil proceedings.  This is fair and even justice for all. To do otherwise is unreasonable.  This is a reasonable procedure that respects the law and the citizens and has been the rule of law for many decades and should remain so for decades to come.
In conclusion I don’t know who to attribute this quote to but it consists of the following:  “Better to let 100 guilty to go free than wrongly convict one.”
