Petitioners file this notice of erratum to correct a minor error in the original Petition (filed Jan. 9, 2025).
Page 8 of the Petition contained a chart illustrating the schedules under the current and proposed rules.  The chart contained a minor error.  In the portion depicting the deadlines under the new rules, the chart indicated deadlines for amicus briefs.  Both deadlines erroneously contained the same label, indicating “Deadline for amicus briefs in support of petitioner or neither party (7 days later).”  The label for the first amicus deadline was correct.  The label for the second deadline was incorrect.  It should have indicated “Deadline for amicus briefs in support of respondent (7 days later).”
A corrected version of the chart appears below.  The text of the Petition itself and the text of the proposed rules correctly described the deadline.  Only the label on the chart was incorrect.
