The Maricopa County Attorney’s Office supports the State Bar’s Petition to amend the above-referenced rule.    Arizona law currently does not provide a mechanism for plaintiffs to be notified once a protective order has been served.  Domestic violence victims are especially vulnerable and may be waiting for this information to make decisions related to their personal safety.  As the Petition states, giving the plaintiff notice of service would also expedite the investigation of future violations, as the plaintiff would have that information readily available to share with law enforcement.
