The State Bar of Arizona filed a petition seeking to amend Rule 32.5, Ariz. R. Crim. P., to apply that rule’s requirement -- that every ground known to the petitioner has been raised in the Rule 32 petition – only to pro se petitioners. The Court now has circulated a proposed amendment that deletes the avowal altogether, and also removes the avowal from Form 25, the petition for post-conviction relief form. The State Bar agrees with removing the avowal and agrees with the Supreme Court’s proposed changes.
