The Arizona Association of Superior Court Clerks (AASCC) submits the following comments on the petition submitted by Michael Jeanes, Clerk of the Superior Court in and for Maricopa County, that will allow Superior Court Clerks to create an electronic image as the original record and to dispose of the paper filings previously considered the original case file records:
The AASCC supports the effort to move toward an electronic court record. Improvements in technology will increasingly allow the Clerks to maintain electronic images of paper documents and increasingly conduct the court’s business in an electronic format. Following the Supreme Court’s guidelines and requirements for a reliable and sustainable electronic court record will improve efficiencies in the courts and provide a more secure court record.
This comment is limited to a statement that the AASCC supports the proposed rule changes which are intended to apply to counties as they meet the Court’s requirements for an electronic court record. Until a county has its electronic court record system approved by the Commission on Technology, the Clerk of the Superior Court in that county will continue processing paper as the original court record as mandated.
