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I join in the comments to the petition filed by Judge Patricia K. Norris and Division Two of the Arizona Court of Appeals.  


Additionally, I point out that the attempt to force more publication of decisions could adversely tax the process currently employed by Division One of the Court of Appeals in publishing opinions.  It is the practice of Division One to have every member of the court review and comment on a decision before it is published.  Quite often, judges outside the panel assigned to the case provide constructive criticism that the panel utilizes to ensure the soundness of the decision and to eliminate unintended consequences the analysis might have in other situations not before the court.  Due to the volume of cases the court decides each year, if the majority of these cases were published, it goes without saying that the court would be hard-pressed to provide this type of quality input to every case slated for publication.
