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The State Bar of Arizona, pursuant to Rule 28, Arizona Rules of the Supreme Court, hereby files the following comment in full support of petition R-07-0007, regarding the addition of Rule 65.2 to the Arizona Rules of Civil Procedure.

The State Bar of Arizona recommends that the proposed Rule 65.2 be adopted in its entirety, thereby placing into effect necessary procedural rules for those actions filed that are governed by the “Legal Arizona Workers Act.”  The State Bar applauds the court’s initiative in establishing procedural rules that will enhance the administration of justice and takes effect at the same time as the new legislation.

The Bar supports the Court’s amendments to Rule 65 of the Arizona Rules of Civil Procedure.
