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The State Bar of Arizona, pursuant to Rule 28, Arizona Rules of the Supreme Court, files the following comment in support of petition R-07-0006 to amend Rule 8.4, Arizona Rules of Criminal Procedure and to add Rules 27.12 and 40, Arizona Rules of Criminal Procedure.

In addition to its support, the Bar also wishes to bring the following to the court’s attention: on page seven of the petition, in section 27.12(d), there is no number three (a provision that was in the original legislation to notify the probation officer supervising the probationer).  This provision was contained in the original legislation and may have been unintentionally or inadvertently omitted.
