On application and payment of the active membership fee prorated for days of active status and of any delinquent fees that may be due under Rule 45(d), they may become active members.  Inactive members shall have other privileges, not inconsistent with these rules, as the Board may provide.  Incapacitated members may be transferred to disability inactive status and returned to active status as provided in these rules.

Exemptions

Inactive Members.  An inactive member of the Bar shall be exempt from the requirements of section (a) if the lawyer is inactive during the entire educational year.  An active member who transfers to inactive status is exempt from the requirements of section (a) during the educational year in which the transfer occurs.  An inactive member who transfers to active status shall comply with the educational requirements of section (a) in effect for the educational year in which he or she transfers to active status.  An inactive member who transfers to active status shall within twelve months comply with the educational requirements of section (a) prorated for the days the member was on active status and for which the member has not complied with the requirements of section (a).  The reactivating member shall comply with the requirements of section (a) prorated for the year in which he or she transfers to active status.
