Probate Procedure.

Having reviewed and considered the Petition for Adoption of the Arizona Rules
of Probate Procedure filed by Vice Chief Justice Rebecca White Berch on October 30,
2007, pursuant to Arizona Code of Judicial Administration § 7-201 (D)(5)(c)(1)(a), the
Fiduciary Board recommends the Supreme Court adopt the proposed Probate Rules with
one amendment.

The Fiduciary Board recommends the Court not adopt proposed Rule 20 (B). This
rule would result in an arbitrary administrative process that would separate the
information contained in the proposed affidavit from the courts needing the information.
There are no provisions contained in the Arizona Code of Judicial Administration § 7-
202 that supports the Certification and Licensing division maintain the information
contained in the proposed affidavit and the information required to be reported in the
affidavit annually is ever-changing and would be out of date almost as soon as it was

filed.
